· Nicholas names his three sons as Sterling, John Flood, and Thomas Edmunds, suggesting that his second son used his middle name as we would today use a hyphenated name, John-Flood. Flood was the maiden name of Elizabeth, the mother of these children, which also links Elizabeth to the family.
